CCA Announces California's Intent to Award to Utilize Crowley County Correctional Facility in CO

CCA - America's leader in partnership corrections and the owner of four correctional facilities in Colorado, and the State of California today announced that the California Dept. of Corrections and Rehabilitation (CDCR), intends to award a new contract to CCA to manage up to 3,256 offenders at CCA's Crowley County Correctional Facility in Olney Springs, Colorado and CCA's Prairie Correctional Facility in Minnesota. These awards are not expected to result in inmates until 2012. At this time, CCA is in discussions with Colorado to provide alternatives at other CCA Colorado facilities for housing approximately 1,600 Colorado inmates currently at Crowley. 

Over the next several weeks and following discussions with CDCR, CCA anticipates having greater clarity related to the timing and implementation of the anticipated contract. The company feels confident that this anticipated contract will be a positive, meaningful step toward the total utilization of CCA's correctional facilities in Colorado.
